FRESHMAN CLASS ORIENTATION

Incoming freshmen will begin the school year with a half-day orientation on Friday, August 24. The students will have the opportunity to meet the staff, tour the building, sign up for clubs and activities, meet student leaders, and acclimate themselves to their new school environment. Orientation will begin in the auditorium at 7:45 a.m. Students will be served lunch at 11:00 a.m. and be dismissed at 11:40 a.m. 

PSSA TESTING
All students in the state of Pennsylvania must demonstrate proficiency in the reading, writing, and mathematics standards in order to graduate from high school. Wilson Area High School uses the 11th grade PSSA test to determine the degree at which students are achieving the academic standards.  Students who fail to demonstrate proficiency on the test will be given an opportunity to take a PSSA retest in their senior year. The senior retest will be administered during the week of October 22. Students who do not reach the proficiency level will be required to complete remediation prior to graduation.

FOR YOUR INFORMATION

Are you aware that the two most common discipline issues during the previous school year were lateness to school and use of cell phones? Please be advised that students should arrive to school between 7:30-7:35. Homeroom begins at 7:43; students arriving after 7:43 are marked late and consequently receive discipline.  

Cell phones must be left in lockers and turned off during the school day. Students using a cell phone during the school day receive suspension. We are working to seek improvement in these areas and together, we will find success.

PLANNING AHEAD

Regular attendance is vital for students to be successful in school. The Wilson Area School District encourages families to schedule their vacation trips on non-school days. For the 2007/2008 school year, the Spring Break has been extended to provide families with the opportunity to schedule a week long vacation without missing school. Spring Break will begin on Monday, March 17 and continue through Monday March 24. We are hopeful that many families will be able to take advantage of this time to vacation and lessen the amount of time students miss school.
STUDENT HANDBOOK

Each summer the handbook is revised and updated. The handbook is your student’s guide to school policies and rules. Information contained in the handbook includes – graduation requirements, credit denial, harassment, student activities, etc. The handbooks are located in the student agenda books and are distributed to students on the first day of school. Please take time to review the handbook with your student and contact the school with any questions.

Online Grading System

Wilson Area High School utilizes an online grade recording system. A wonderful feature of this system allows parents and students to access homework assignments, grades, etc. 
online. Edline is updated every Friday. We encourage parents and students to check grades on a regular basis. If there are any questions in regards to grades, assignments, etc., please contact the teacher, guidance counselor, or administrator. Activation codes for parents of new students will be mailed home. Parents of current students should use their existing activation codes to access Edline. To activate your account, go to www.edline.net. Follow the steps to create a screen name and password unless you have already done so. In the upper right hand corner under Contents, press Progress Reports to access weekly updates. CLASS DUES

Class dues are assessed each year at a rate of $20 per student, per year. Class dues are used to defray the cost of class trips and the Prom. Dues are also used to provide for the senior yearbook signing party and other small purchases made throughout the year such as decorations for the hallway decorating contests and some dances. All dues are deposited into the activity account of the class and money is distributed in accordance with Student Activity Account procedures. Students who have paid four years of class dues will receive a free yearbook in their senior year, compliments of the senior class activity account. Class dues must be paid in full to attend the Prom and /or class trips.


STUDENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

The Student Assistance Program is an intervention program intended to identify and refer students who are experiencing difficulty in school due to problems associated with drug and alcohol use. The high school’s team – Wilson Intervention for Student Education is operated by trained teachers and staff and is committed to the task of helping students. All information collected by the team remains completely confidential. Referrals may come from staff, friends, parents, or students who notice behaviors of concern. A confidential locked referral box is located in the high school rotunda just outside the guidance office.  Students, parents, and friends are encouraged to make a referral when behaviors of concern are noticed. Making a referral is the first step that may lead to a student obtaining the help that they need.

     BREAKFAST PROGRAM

The Wilson Area School District is pleased to offer a breakfast program to all students this year. Beginning Tuesday, September 4 from 7:20-7:35, breakfast foods will be available in the high school cafeteria each morning. The cost of a regular breakfast is $1 and for students who receive reduced lunch prices, the cost is 30 cents. We hope that this new breakfast initiative will enable everyone to have a healthy start to the day.

MATH LAB/PEER TUTORING

The high school has established two excellent resources for students to achieve their maximum potential. The resources are the Math Lab and NHS Peer Tutoring. The Math Lab is open every period during the school day. Faculty members staff the lab throughout the day providing remediation to students during their scheduled study hall time. The National Honor Society provides scheduled peer tutoring throughout the day. If your student is struggling academically, please encourage him/her to take advantage of these opportunities early and often.

Permit applications will be available for seniors only August 20-22 from 8:00-3:00 in the high school office. Applications will be available to underclassmen beginning August 29. Completed applications must be returned, accompanied by a $2 fee, and signed by a parent/guardian.
