Minutes of Open Meeting

November 14, 2007

Mrs. Lisa Tresslar opened the meeting with a flag salute.  There was a special Thanksgiving song presentation by selected students, directed by Mrs. Dillon.

Principal’s Report:  Mrs. Brown encouraged parents to visit classrooms this week during American Education Week.  She stated that she will be at the PTA’s holiday book fair at Barnes & Noble on December 4th and encouraged parents to attend that event.  She stated that with the upcoming Thanksgiving break parents should keep their children on a regular schedule.  She noted that the School District’s new alert system will be tested on Monday, Nov. 20.  This system will go in effect to alert parents/guardians of school delays, early dismissals, and emergencies.

Secretary’s Report:  Minutes from the previous open meeting were on hand.  Mrs. Joanne Goodman moved to accept these minutes, and Mrs. Kate Neary seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.   

Old Business:  
The bark mulch on the playground will be removed by volunteers from Williams Township Public Works.  The new rubberized mulch will be delivered tomorrow, and the Public Works will spread the mulch.  The cover for the slide is on order and will be delivered shortly.

A proposal was made to amend the PTA bylaws to change the date of the annual meeting at which the budget is approved from September to May.  The bylaw as amended would read as follows:  “The annual meeting shall be held in May, at which time the budget for the upcoming year shall be presented to the membership for a vote.”  The language of the current and amended bylaws having been previously advertised at an open PTA meeting and in the PTA’s newsletter, Mrs. Ginger Mitchell made a motion to accept the proposal.  Mrs. Sheri Floyd seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

New Business:  
A proposal was made to amend the PTA bylaws to provide that the members of the Executive Board include teacher representatives.  This amendment will be voted on at the Jan. 9, 2008 open meeting.

The PTA thanked Mrs. Dickson and her brother-in-law, co-owner of Dan’s Camera City, who coordinated a singing session of our students singing songs for our troops overseas.  A DVD of the performance and care packages were sent to our troops.

A proposal was made to (1) change the current budget line item for “Assemblies” to “Assemblies and Programs” and increase this line item by $1,000; and (2) increase the line item for RAMS folders by $85 to cover the cost of printing the “RAMS RULES” inside the folders.  A motion to approve the proposal was made by Joanne Goodman and seconded by Jennifer Miller.  The motion passed unanimously.  

As of today, Nov. 14, 2007, there are 60+ names on the security clearance list.  The IU-20 is no longer processing FBI fingerprinting clearances.  The UPS store in Hellertown is processing them.
Committee Reports:

Barnes & Noble Holiday Book Fair:  Kate Neary is organizing entertainment.  Presently, there are 12 students and teachers signed up for this event.

Enrichment:  Currently, there are 60 children enrolled in the different programs offered.  Mrs. Jennifer Shunk is looking for volunteers to help with the enrichment program’s play.

Market Day:  Mrs. Tracy Brannon reported that in October, Market Day reached the sales level that allows us to collect 20% of our sales as profit.
Halloween Party:  Mrs. Jennifer Miller thanked all the volunteers that helped with this fun-filled event.  Approximately 175 children attended, and 70 parent volunteers helped out.
Scrip:  Mrs. Jeannine Horinko reported that thus far, this program has brought in half of the budgeted amount for the entire year.  

Ways and Means:  Mrs. Carol Hoskins reported that we earned a profit of $3,500 from the sale of the Kidstuff books and Enjoy The City books.  Catalog sales netted $1,600, which was lower than projected, partly because the high school did the same promotion and partly because we had decided to eliminate the kick-off assembly for the catalog sales.

This was the first year our PTA ran the Computers for Education fundraiser.  It did not involve a lot of work, and netted $200.  Miss Borosky’s class won a $50 gift certificate to Office Depot for generating the most sales.

Holiday Bazaar:  Mrs. Lisa Lesher reported that she has volunteers lined up for this event, which will take place on December 4.

Yearbook:  There are two PTA cameras available in the office for volunteers who come into the school and wish to take pictures for the yearbook.  Contact Natalie Bensimhon if you have any pictures to share.

There being no further business to discuss, Mrs. Sheri Floyd moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mrs. Lynn Houghton seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
